Following are the duties, roles & responsibilities of the PJNY:
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RJ Sangram Khopade: Our leader. We follow him.
Dr Richa Kavade: Chief Medical Officer and Hygiene Champion. She will be responsible for
enforcing the no-littering rule. Also, is anyone is feeling unwell, please contact her on

Kedar Gadgil: Chief Security & Protocol Officer (CSPO). He is responsible for the discipline and
smooth conduct of the Yatra. All security, route, protocol, scheduling, and logistics will be

handled by him. His decision on parking, marching, slogans, songs, pace, or loitering will be final.
He can be contacted on His deputy is Manthanrao Jagtap. He may be
contacted at The CSPO is also the Sweep. He and his team will follow the main

body of the Yatra so that on one is left behind. No one stays behind the Sweep.
Shriniwas Shinde: Flag Holder. He shall be carrying the Tiranga. Kindly respect the flag and give
him space.
Sudarshan Chakhale: Scout Leader. He shall lead a team of 5 + Flag Holder ahead of the main
Yatra body to the next destination and prepare ground by speaking to locals and raising slogans
before the main body arrives. He will be accompanied by 4 others. He may be reached at

Following are the rules we all need to follow for the PJNY:
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We are liberal, progressive, secular, inclusive, humanists. We are non-violent, peace-loving, law-
abiding citizens of India. We love Pune. We will demonstrate our patriotism for India and love for
the city through our utterances and actions.

We also represent the secular, progressive forces of India, namely the political parties of the
INDIA Alliance and Maha Vikas Aghadi. We all wish for RJ Sangram to be the official Lok Sabha
candidate for the Indian National Congress from Pune City. Our conduct and utterances will
demonstrate this.

There will be NO violence, NO littering, NO misbehaviour, NO inflammatory utterances, and NO
negative sloganeering. If there is violence, threat of violence, or an imminence of any sort of
untoward behaviour by outsiders, Yaris will withdraw to a safe distance and inform the CSPO.

We will follow every local, state, and national law and abide by the instructions of authorities like
the police and local law enforcement, whether for our conduct on the road or for other issues like
parking, driving, walking, stopping, or any other issue. Anyone who is approached by the police or
anyone claiming authority must first follow their instructions and then direct them to the CSPO.

If you take public transport or auto rickshaws to reach the various destinations, do make it a point
to speak to people around you about the Yatra. Be polite, but firm about the ideology we adhere
to (as in point 1 above). Smile a lot. But do strike up a conversation. Every conversation helps.
